to do my duty to the Queen,
to help other people

and to keep the Cub

Scout Law.

For Christians, Jews
and Sikhs

| promise that | will do my best
to do my duty to God

and to the Queen, to help other
people and to keep the Cub
Scout Law.

For subjects of independent
Commonwealth countries,
foreign nationals and
individuals who are
stateless, the following
wording can replace ‘duty

to the Queen’

...to do my duty to the country
in which I am now living.
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To ensure your child is
safe, Leaders adhere to
our anti-bullying, equal
opportunities, safety and
child protection policies.

Cub Scouts take part in activities
and learn new skills under the
supervision of adult volunteers.
They work effectively and safely
with young people to deliver the
Scouting Programme and have
access to training to support
them in their role.
